Big Idea: Conflict over land in North America led to a war between Britain and France

revolution – a sudden, complete change such as an overthrow of an established government








fork – a place where two rivers join to form a third








ally – friends in war








alliance – a formal agreement among nations, states, groups, or individuals








congress – is a formal meeting of representatives








delegate - representatives

1. Disputes between the French and the British led to the French and Indian War











2. Benjamin Franklin sought to unify the colonies with his Albany Plan of Union











3. Braddock’s defeat left British colonists in the Ohio River Valley without protection

Big Idea: Britain refused to allow colonists to settle on its newly won lands

proclamation – is an order from a country’s leader to its citizens








bill of rights – is a list of rights








pioneer – is a person who first settles a new place








gap – opening or low place between mountains











Important Points:


1. The British victory in the French and Indian War pushed France out of most of North America














2. Chief Pontiac led an unsuccessful revolt against the British














3. The Proclamation of 1763 banned colonists from settling west of the Appalachian Mountains














4. Many settlers ignored the Proclamation of 1763 and continued their westward settlement

Big Idea: Many colonists spoke out against the new tax laws passed by British Parliament

budget – plan for spending money








representation – having a voice or say in something








treason – to work against your own government








boycott – to refuse to use or buy








declaration – an official statement








repeal – to cancel or take away








liberty – the freedom of people to make their own laws











Important Points:


1. To help pay for the French and Indian War, the British Parliament passed the Sugar Act and the Stamp Act











2. Many colonists resisted the new taxes through protests and boycotts











3. In 1765 the Stamp Act Congress met in New York City to discuss what to do about the Stamp Act








4. The Boston Massacre results from growing tensions between colonists and British soliders and increased anti-British feelings in the colonies.

monopoly – is complete control of a product or service in a certain area by a single person or group.








blockade –  is to use warships to prevent other ships from entering or leaving a port








quarter – to feed and provide shelter for someone








intolerable - unaccetpable








petition – a signed request











Important Points:


1. In response to the monopoly on tea, colonists boycotted British goods, denied British ships entry, and threw tea into the harbor











2. Parliament responded to the colonists’ actions by passing a series of Intolerable Acts











3. The First Continental Congress sent to Parliament a petition stating the colonists’ rights








4. Fighting broke out at Lexington and Concord, marking the beginning of the Revolutionary War
