People: 

John Endecott


led the first group of Puritans to New England

David Thomson
founded Strawberry Bank, which later became Portsmouth, New Hampshire

Roger Williams
minister in Salem, Massachusetts before he was kicked out and started Providence, Rhode Island

Thomas Hooker
started Hartford, Connecticut and thought people should run the government, not the colonial leaders

John Winthrop
organized a defensive confederation (group) of New England settlers to protect themselves from Dutch or Native attacks; governor of Massachusetts Bay Colony 

Facts:

England tried to control colonial trading by allowing the colonies to export goods only to England and other English colonies and to import goods only from England.

An important whaling town in New England was New Bedford, Massachusetts.
A town meeting was where Puritans conducted all town business.
John Winthrop brought the second group of Puritans to the Massachusetts Bay Colony in 1630 and served as their governor several times over 20 years.
Anne Hutchinson was expelled (kicked out) from the Puritan Church because she questioned the authority and teaching of the Puritan ministers.
The triangular trade routes connected England, the English colonies in North America, and the west coast of Africa. 

The Puritans left England because they wanted to purify the religious practices of the Church of England.
People who lived in Massachusetts Bay Colony town had to follow Puritan beliefs.
The Fundamental Orders allowed landowning male colonists (rich, white men) in Connecticut to elect their governmental leaders.
Roger Williams left the Massachusetts Bay Colony because he thought people should be allowed to follow their own religious beliefs. 

Essay: The New England Colonies became very successful in the years after Plymouth. What were some of the factors that contributed to their success?


(hint: economy, industry, trade, materials)
- lumber (shipbuilding/houses)

- triangular trade route – import and export goods they have or need. 

- whaling/fishing industry – oil for burning instead of candles 


- no scent, strong flame, little smoke

- government (people had a say in some places)

- religion (puritans, Catholics, independents)
- farming (soil, rivers)
- location (ports/water)
