Lesson Title: New Spain

Big Idea:

The early Spanish settled in the Americas

Key Vocabulary:

colony— is a land ruled by another country
buffer zone— is an area of land that serves as a barrier

borderlands— the buffer zone north of New Spain. They stretched across northern Mexico and the southern United States from Florida to California
presidio—forts, or places for Spanish settlers to live
hacienda— large estates built by ranchers in the borderlands of Northern Mexico 

missionary— a person sent by a church to teach its religion. 

missions – small religious settlements
Important Points:

1. Spain created settlements in North America to obtain riches, to expand its kingdom, and to convert Indians.
2. Spain built presidios and missions to organize and control its land claims.
3. The Menendez de Aviles expedition found St. Augustine, and the Franciscans established missions from Florida to California. 
Lesson Title: New France 


Pages: 150 - 155

Big Idea: The French hoped to make their fortunes by finding the Northwest Passage. Their searches led instead to explorations and settlements in North America. 
Key Vocabulary:

civil war— a war between two groups in the same country
royal colony— ruled directly by a monarch – King Louis XIV appointed leaders to live in New France to help him govern. 

proprietary colony— 1712 – Louisiana became a proprietary colony meaning that the king gave ownership of the land to one person and allowed that person to rule it.

proprietor— owner of the land (John Law, Scottish banker – became Louisiana’s owner)

plantation— large farms

Important Points:

1. The French sought the Northwest Passage across the Northern United States and Canada. 

2. Competition between European countries and between Indian groups nearly ruined trade relationships. 

3.  The expedition of Marquette and Joliet opened the Mississippi River to French settlement and proved that the Mississippi River was not the Northwest Passage.
4. French explorer La Salle successfully navigated the Mississippi River, claiming all the land from the Appalachian Mountains to the Rocky Mountains for France. 

Lesson Title: The English in the Americas


Pages: 156-159 

Big Idea: The English began to explorer and start colonies in North America. They gained wealth by stealing Spanish riches and used this wealth to build a strong navy and finance colonies. 
Key Vocabulary:

sea dog— commanders of English warships, protected by Queen Elizabeth
armada— Spain’s fleet of warships
raw material— is a resource that can be used to make a product. (lumber)
Important Points:

1. England explored North America for its resources, for wealth, to increase land claims, and to start colonies.
2. The English establish their first North America colony on Roanoke Island.
3. The English failed in their early attempts at colonizing North America.
Lesson Title: The Jamestown Colony

Big Idea: The English settlers overcame many hardships to make Virginia Colony of Jamestown a success.
Key Vocabulary:

stock— a share of ownership in something
prosperity— economic success (money, goods, services)
cash crop— a crop that people raise to sell rather than to use themselves (tobacco) 
legislature – the branch of government that makes the laws.
burgess— a representative chosen by and speaks for the other people. 
authority— the right to control and make decisions. 
Important Points:

1. Jamestown was failing until John Smith ruled that anyone who did nor work did not eat. 
2. Jamestown prospered with the development of tobacco.
3. King James made Virginia a royal colony
Lesson Title: The Plymouth Colony



Pages: 166 - 170
Big Idea: The desire for religious freedom led to the colonization of the Plymouth Colony.
Key Vocabulary:

pilgrim— a person who makes a journey for religious reasons. 

compact— an agreement (Mayflower Compact)
self-rule— governing oneself (help make and determine laws)
majority rule— more than half of the people have to agree for a decision to be made. 
Important Points:

1. The Mayflower Compact formed the basis of representative government in the United States. 

2. At first, the colonists and the Wampanoag’s had a good relationship. However, tensions arose as the colonists began taking over their lands. 

3. Plymouth colony prospered because of goof fishing, farming, and fur trade.
