Key Vocabulary to Know:

Colony – is a land ruled by another country

Presidio – forts, or places for Spanish settlers to live
Hacienda – large estates built by ranchers in the borderlands of Northern Mexico

Mission – small religious settlements
Proprietary Colony – land given to one person by the king to be ruled (Louisiana 1712)
Royal Colony – colony ruled directly by the King (King Louis XIV did this in New France)
Raw Material – a resource that can be used to make a product (lumber)
Houses of Burgesses – first government set up that is self-governed (people have a say)
Cash Crop – crop people raise to sell rather than use themselves (tobacco)
Compact – an agreement made between people (Mayflower Compact)

Answer: The area from the Appalachian to the Rockies and the Gulf of Mexico to the Great Lakes
Who was the English pirate who led a crew in sailing around the world?

Answer: Sir Francis Drake
Who said “If you don’t work, you don’t eat?”

Answer: John Smith
What is an armada?

Answer: a fleet of Spanish war ships
What was the first permanent English settlement in the Americas?

Answer: Jamestown, Virginia
Why did the Powhatan Confederacy fight the English settlers?

Answer: The English seized (took) their crops
Why did the Pilgrims leave England?

Answer: to be able to follow their own religion freely
What is the Mayflower Compact?

Answer: an agreement among the men on the Mayflower to govern (rule) themselves

Answer should include:

- Captain John Smith “no work, no food”


- People worked together to build homes and grow crops instead of searching for gold


- Tobacco became a huge cash crop that the colonists could sell to others

- Many died from disease and poor water; however, more and more colonists kept coming by boat to continue the colony
