1. SLAVES were sold like property.

2. Southern Carolina planters lived in Charlestown for part of the year to AVOID INSECTS THAT INFESTED THE RICE FIELDS
3. In 1699, Virginia moved its capital to WILLIAMSBURG
4. Plantation children were educated AT HOME BY TUTORS, WITH SONS OFTEN LATER SENT TO EUROPE
5. Both INDENTURED SERVANTS and SLAVES worked without pay

6. The colony of NORFOLK was located in Virginia

7. Eliza Lucas Pinckney developed a type of INDIGO used for dying cloth.

8. It was illegal to teach slaves to READ and WRITE
9. The colony of WILMINGTON was located in North Carolina

10. James Oglethorpe founded the colony of Georgia in order to GIVE DEBTORS A NEW START
11. The colony of BALTIMORE is located in Maryland

12. Cash crops grown on southern plantations included TOBACCO, RICE, and INDIGO.
13. The Calvert family of England wanted to build a colony in North America to PROVIDE A REFUGE FOR CAOTHLICS AND TURN A PROFIT

14. The colony of SAVANNAH was located in Georgia.

15. This colony split into two separate colonies known as NORTH CAROLINA and SOUTH CAROLINA
16. The five Southern colonies are MARYLAND, VIRGINA, NORTH CAROLINA, SOUTH CAROLINA, GEORGIA.
